	Initial agreement (to be brought in printed form with handwritten signature and date)

	

	By signing this document I signal my understanding and agreement of the terms and conditions that govern Wordland’s University Student Program. It serves as a preliminary agreement to the course of the Program and ensures good participation. For the internship program, a separate legal agreement, in Romanian and English, shall be signed. 
I hereby certify that I am studying in my last year of University, in the Foreign Languages Department. I enclose a photocopy of the signed and stamped photo page of my student’s ID to this Agreement. 

1. Duration and contents of training The duration of the University Student Program organized and implemented by Wordland shall not exceed 3 (three) months. During the respective 3 (three) months, the participants shall benefit from 24 (twenty-four) hours of training. On completing the program, the participants are expected to produce for examination purposes a 10 (ten) hour study plan and the accompanying materials. Projects that are considered successful grant the participants the right to the diploma of attendance issued by Wordland. 
2. Liability for participation in the training program During the period of attendance in Wordland’s University Student Program, participants are supposed to participate in the training according to the rules announced by Wordland International. Wordland International is not liable to hire participants after the completion of the University Student Program. If the projects are not considered successful, no proof of attendance is issued by Wordland International. 
3. Organization of the training program Wordland International shall organize during the period of the program a number of 3 (three) training series for 10 (ten) participants each. The suitability of the participants is going to be judged according to the data made available by participants themselves in the Application Forms. Class times are going to be decided after the nearest convenient dates and times signaled by participants in the timeframe section of the Application. To this purpose, some of the training may be held during weekends. Participants who skip 20% of training before completing 50% of the total training, or 10% of training before they complete 100% of the training program are going to be dismissed from the program irrevocably. 

4.  Costs of the training program The participants shall not bear any costs for their participation in the training. Participants receive their training time and materials free of charge. Wordland International shall bear during the training period the cost of training time, training venue, trainers and materials. Wordland International shall not pay participants for their participation in the training, transportation, lodging or time, since this is considered inherently the participants’ benefit. 
5. Successful outcome of the training program A successful outcome of the training program is the successful study plan handed in and delivered by the participant. The degree of successfulness is going to be decided by a panel of Wordland International trainers. Other factors, such as 100% attendance, involvement and interaction during the training, as well as compliance with all rules and regulations of the training program, are going to count in the decision of naming a participant ‘successful’. 
6. Duration and contents of internship Internship time is voluntary for all selected participants. On receiving the diploma, participants may/not choose to go on with their internship. An internship shall last 3 (three) months (or the equivalent of +/-60 business days). During the internship, participants shall be named Wordland Trainees. They will perform training in designated classes, for a total of 36 (thirty-six) hours for the whole period of internship. A supplementary 2 (two) hours weekly shall be required for counseling, reporting and issue solving. An average of 6 (six) hours weekly is going to be requested from participants during the period of the internship program. 
7. Liability for participation in the internship During the period of internship, Wordland Trainees shall intimate the rules and regulations included in the Wordland Employee Handbook, as a further step toward their integration in Wordland International. Non-observance thereof may result in extreme cases in the dismissal of the Wordland Trainee from the internship program irrevocably. 

8. Organization of the internship program Participants shall participate in the program with due diligence and shall make their best not to reschedule appointed times either for the classes or the counseling sessions. If the appointed classes are held at a location other than Wordland International headquarters, and transportation to/from the respective location is difficult, then transportation shall be provided by Wordland International by company-owned cars and driving personnel. If the location is reachable within reasonable limits, the transportation shall be made using public transportation. 
9. Costs of the internship program Participants are not liable to pay anything during the internship program. Wordland International shall ensure during the internship the following monthly payment plan: 250 RON for participation in the internship classes and counseling, the money for transportation subscriptions, and meal tickets for the total of hours worked (class hours + counseling hours). No other payments shall be made during this period. 
10. Successful outcome of the internship If after the internship program Wordland Trainees are generally viewed by Wordland management and receive indefectible assessments from clients, they shall be kindly invited to sit in an interview for long-term part-/full-time employment and assessing the respective payment plan and schedule according to the principle of mutual profitability.
